The transfiguration of Jesus describes in      
strikingly symbolic terms the awareness of Jesus’ disciples of the true   
nature of his mission - not to be an earthly hero-messiah, but to be the 
source of final and eternal salvation to those who believe in him. 
There is no place for the disciples of Jesus to pitch his tent: he must     
follow the suffering on the way of the cross.
