FIRST READING               Acts of the Apostles 2: 42-47 

In this brief summary Luke gives a thumbnail sketch of the ideal Christian 
community. The original Christian congregation in Jerusalem was faithful 
to the gospel. This fidelity was displayed by authentic mutual love and 
generosity. Those with possessions were imbued with a spirit of detach-
ment. Material goods were held in common. They were used to relieve 
poverty. Luke also refers to the missionary dimension. Through their 
preaching, the apostles shared their faith in the resurrection. 

SECOND READING                                                     1 Peter 1: 3-8 

The author is writing to his fellow Christians. He wishes to deepen their 
understanding of the awesome dignity conferred by baptism. He reminds 
his readers that they are begotten by the Father who is Love. Consequently 
their lives must be enveloped in love. The degree of fidelity to the       
commandments, particularly the commandment of love is an indication of 
the authenticity of one’s love of God. Genuine faith leads to love of God 
and neighbour. Faith in the incarnation enables Christians to overcome all 
hostile powers. 

GOSPEL                                     John 20: 19-31  
The passage opens with a description of the risen Lord’s appearance to 
the disciples on Easter Sunday evening. Thomas was absent. Jesus        
presented himself bearing the wounds of his passion. He commissioned 
them to continue his Father’s work which he had inaugurated. They will 
be empowered by the gifts of his peace and of the Holy Spirit. The gift of 
peace will be the basis of a serene and loving relationship with the Father 
and with all people. The indwelling Spirit will be the source of their mis-
sionary zeal and power.
