SECOND READING                                                     1 Peter 2: 4-9 

Executed as a criminal, Jesus appeared to be rejected not only by his     
fellow humans but also by God. By raising Jesus from the dead, however, 
God has vindicated and chosen Jesus. The stone metaphor also serves to 
teach that all the baptized are called to be ‘living stones’, united with the 
risen Lord, built into a new spiritual temple and coming to participate in 
the one priesthood of Christ, which fulfils the vocation addressed to Israel 
in the Sinai covenant and consists in praising God for the work of          
redemption. 

GOSPEL                                       John 14: 1-12  
Jesus presents his imminent death as a journey to his Father, which he is 
undertaking to prepare a place for his disciples. He is himself, however, 
the way to the Father, just as he is the truth which the Father reveals and 
the life which this revelation brings. To experience the Father, the disci-
ples have to believe Jesus’ words, which are the actions of the Father, 
within Jesus. Whoever believes in Jesus also continues and perfects Je-
sus’ work of revealing the Father after his death.
